Neuropsychology Research Seminar: Final Paper: Fall 2013
Here is the blurb in your course syllabus regarding the paper:

This project will require you to conduct a research project related to concussion or moderate-to-severe TBI.

You will need to:
• choose a topic and have this topic approved by me,
• conduct a comprehensive literature review on the topic,
• conduct data analysis using existing data,
• document the entire paper using APA format
• present your results.

This will be the culmination of an entire semester of readings and knowledge, and will comprise 20% of your final grade.  As such, you are expected to take this assignment seriously and work on it in a professional and responsible manner.  You should meet with me at several points throughout this project, and these meetings will facilitate your completion of the project.  We will discuss this project in class, so your attendance is required.  

You may work alone or with one other student on a topic.  However, if you choose to work as a pair, you are responsible for an independent final paper which has unique references, logic, rational, and content.  Your final paper will be due on Dec 5, 2013.  Do not wait until the last week to start, work on, or complete this assignment.
Poster Presentation:  On the last Tuesday of the semester (Dec 3, 2013) there will be a formal poster presentation on the 3rd floor of Post Hall. Members of each group will stand at their poster while faculty view it and be able to explain the research and answer questions about it. The presentations in the end will give you the opportunity to show-off your hard work, get practice in presenting research orally and as a poster, and will give you the opportunity to receive feedback on your study. This feedback is entirely meant to be helpful for completing the final draft of the paper.

When it is time to start planning for the paper, you will need to pick a topic.  I have listed the variables related to TBI and Concussion on the course web page.  

Remember, I will assist with data analysis, as we are using existing data and there will be a lot of editing and arranging to get the data you are looking for.  Look over the variables that are listed, and pick a topic of interest that is feasible.  We will discuss the paper in greater detail, but I expect everyone to have an approved topic at that point.

So, your “assignment” is to e-mail me with a proposed topic.  List what would be your Independent Variable(s) and Dependent Variable(s).
